HOW TO APPLY

Application Form Deadline: Friday 26th September 2025

Then, submit at least one A3 or A4 sketchbook to Mrs. Charles, Director of Admissions,
by 9:30 am on Monday 6" October 2025. All books must be clearly labelled and will be
returned to the candidates at the end of the drawing examination. The sketchbooks must

include:

Tonal studies from direct observation (e.g. natural forms, machines, figures), using

varied scales, media (4B pencil, pen, charcoal, pastel, watercolour, acrylic) and mark-

making.

« Several linear/technical drawings, possibly of the subjects above, using fast, continuous
methods.

« Critical studies or copies (whole works or sections) of artists’, designers’ or
photographers’ work, in different media.

« Media experiments linked to explored themes and artists studied — e.g. printing,
weaving, ceramics, fashion, sewing, garment-making, photographic or digital edits.

+ Contextual research showing knowledge of various artists, designers, photographers,

and art movements, with personal responses.

Optional: Submit additional personal sketchbooks with other creative work.
